All assignments must be typed in black (double-spaced) using a 12-
point standard font. Standard English usage is expected. No late
assignments will be accepted for credit. Requeds for incomplete
grades must be approved by the Dean of Trinity College.

B. Attendance/L ate Policy

Because of the accelerated and collaborative nature of the REACH courses,
students are required to attend every class session. Missing a single class
means a significant portion of the contact with the faculty member and the
learning community hasbeenlost. For this reason, in all REACH courses,
students missing one class session will be penalized between one-half and
one full letter grade. Students missing more than one class period will
receive no credit for the class and a grade of “F” will be recorded. The
course must then be retaken in order to receive credit. In addition,
students may miss no more than two class sessions in a given semester,
regardless of the circumstances.

Any student missing more than 30 minutes of a course session will be
considered absent for the full course session. Participation points are earned
and calculated in the final grade of a course based upon on-time attendance
at each sesson.

Your bulletin board should include the following elements

1. It must be aminimum of 4 ft by 6 ftin size. (It can be larger if you choose.)

2. There must be a border around the perimeter of the bulletin board paper.

3. If you create some sort of character on the bulletin board, make one or two large
characters rather than many small characters.

4. The bulletin board should be interactive for students in some way (This might
include having a place to display their work.)

5. L ettering should be bold and easily read by students.

6. All elementsfor this bulletin board must be handmade by you. Do not purchasethe
needed elementsfrom ateacher supply store. If you wish, you could print things on
the computer to either trace or directly use on the board.
